Assessments and connections to student achievement of the course learning outcomes

Criteria and standards for student work assessments
(including any rubrics that should be used)

Grading and feedback by providing sample student work from actual college classes

Contextual constraints the concurrent faculty member has and help them prepare for those
(e.g. class size, semester v. year-long course, availability of technology, etc.)
